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1 Reason for Contribution

Along with the evolution of DS and DM individually, we need to consider a new data sync spec set for future release.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes some supplement ideas for discussion.
3 Detailed Proposal

1. DevInf document:

The name ‘DevInf’ is quite confusing and not accurate. DS WG does not intent to define common device information which can be used by industry. It is better to rename it. 

DS 2.0 will try to define a data agnostic protocol. We agree to the proposal that not include data object specifications in DS 2.0 ERP. Follow the same principle, DS 2.0 should only provide a mechanism to negotiate DevInf, but not to define data object related DevInf.

But current DevInf has some information which is tightly related to data object. We propose to split DevInf content to data object related part and non-related part(s). The data object related part should be moved to DSDO work area. The other part(s) could be included in DS 2.0 ERP.
2. Filter document

We believe that filter is also a very important functionality and it is not appropriate to include filter content in representation document. We propose to create a separate document for filter. 

Filter stands the same situation with DevInf. DS 2.0 should only provide a mechanism to negotiate filtering. If the filtering syntax is tightly related to data object, then it should be moved to DSDO work area.
3. Concept document

We agree that a concept or similar document is needed. We propose to add some content to describe the relationship between DS 2.0 Enabler and DSDO. And also the relationship between some terms is also needed. For example, data store, content type, MIME type, etc.
4. Representation document

We propose to move some content to concept document. Such as soft delete (if we still have this functionality), Base Media and Content formats table, MIME Media Type Registration, etc.
Representation document should only describe the semantics. The general feature introductions should be moved to other documents.
5. DS Syntax document (represented by DTD/XML Schema)
We need a DTD/XML Schema to describe the syntax of data sync messages.
