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1 Reason for Contribution

In the Barcelona meeting, setcom presented a CR titled “OMA-IOP-MMS-2004-0119-LATE-Introduce-PICS-parameters-to-identify-both-feature-and-MMI-capabilities-of-MMS-clients” to IOP-MMS subgroup.

This contribution was discussed during the meeting. It was proposed to present this as input document to the IOP WG since the approval of that way forward would affect the IOP process.

2 Summary of Contribution

The CR proposed introduction of a PICS (Protocol Implementation Conformance Statement)/PIXIT(Protocol Implementation Extra Information) section into the MMS ETS.

This new section will reduce the preparatory time for conformance testing and IOP testing by reducing the amount of information a client manufacturer has to fill up and a certification/testing agency has to check to identify which all testcases are applicable to the Client under test.

3 Detailed Proposal

Currently IOP testing relies on the manufacturer declaration of EICS. EICS include all the SCRs listed for an enabler. 

Since most of the SCRs are mandatory requirements that a conformant client SHALL support, from a testing point of view it makes it easier if the client under test declares support for all the features which are not mandatory (e.g. DRM Forward Lock in MMS) and for which client has an option to conform to different levels of requirement (e.g. Image basic/Image Rich/Video basic.. in MMS)

Furthermore, support of an optional SCR inherently means that all the SCRs (optional/mandatory) on which this SCR is dependant upon shall be supported. 

Hence for a Client manufacturer point of view, it decreases the amount of information that needs to be filled out to identify the applicable testcases. 

From a certification agency’s point of view, it becomes easier to identify which optional features are supported by the client under test and can plan the test execution accordingly.

When the attached CR was discussed in IOP MMS, it was agreed in the subgroup that this document would be a better candidate as an input document IOP, suggesting incorporation of the section into the ETS template.


4 Intellectual Property Rights

It’s recommended that IOP WG agree whether

· The PICS section shall be included into the ETS.

· The PICS could be included in the MMS-ETS and may be included in the ETS for future enablers on a case-by-case basis. 

· The PICS may be used by the MMS subgroup as an add-on document (like the reference content document).
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
