The main guidelines are:

· Test Coverage

· All test cases covering mandatory functionality of the Enabler Release executed by at least three independent implementations

· All of the important test cases covering other functionality of the Enabler Release executed at least once. (Optional, to be assessed by IOP WG on case-by-case basis)
· Specification Issues

· All observations from testing have been processed
· All of the resulting changes to the specifications and/or test specifications have been reviewed and agreed
· Reporting
· All of the Enabler Test Reports have been reviewed by the IOP WG

· All of the results generated have been analyzed and presented in summary format for review
The IOP WG should analyze the situation 

related to volume and impact of optional features in the Enabler Release specifications on a case-by-case basis and document any agreed requirements for testing in the ETP.

The above method will require that companies participate with implementations to ensure the quality of the Enabler Release specifications. It will also ensure that there will be interoperable implementations available in the market.
Exceptions to the above guidelines will be reviewed by the IOP WG and should be documented in the Enabler IOP Report.
