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1 Reason for Contribution

There is currently no location in the Release Programme and Specification area of the OMA web site to make approved Enabler Test Specification documents and Enabler Test Requirements documents available to the public.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution makes a proposal as to how the publication of ETSs and ETRs should be handled.
It proposes 

· Which documents should be published

· Where they should be published

· When they should be published

· How IOP WG will verify the publication
· The structure of the Release Programme pages.

3 Detailed Proposal

Which documents to publish.
Discussions on the OMA-IOP mailing list during July and August 2005 indicated that those who expressed an opinion were in favour of adding the Enabler Test Specifications to the Release Programme pages, but not the Enabler Test Requirements. This is reflected in the structure below.
Where they should be published
The Release Programme section of the web site consists of a single index page which leads to the documents and packages. Adding a list of ETS documents to this page would make it too long, so it is proposed to split the index into four index pages corresponding to Requirements Documents, Architecture documents, Enabler Releases and IOP documents. Each of these Index pages will have cross links to the other 3 index pages.

When they should be published
Enabler Test Specifications are approved by the TP either in a face to face Technical Plenary meeting, or by R&A.

Documents which are to be published, are then ratified by the BoD before publication. DSO will monitor the TP agenda and the open R&As for ETS documents for approval. When an ETS has been approved, DSO will convert the file to reflect the new status and prepare a PDF version for publication. DSO will upload the word version of the converted file to the IOP Permanent document area. When the BoD has ratified the documents, DSO will update the index and publish them to the Release Programme section of the OMA public web site.

How IOP WG will verify the publication

Between TP approval and BoD ratification, DSO will make a copy of the updated index and ETS available to IOP for validation. The IOP working group will be informed when the page is available via the IOP mailing list.
IOP will validate the conversion and the update to the index and will inform DSO if any modifications are required.

DSO will not publish the page until IOP have performed the validation AND the BoD have ratified the documents.

Structure for the Release Programme pages.
The Release Programme and Specifications section of the OMA public web site will consist of 4 main pages, leading to the Requirements Documents, Architecture Documents, Enabler Releases and IOP documents.

Each of these 4 pages will have the following information at the top of the page and will have links to the other 3 as shown.
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Below this common section will be a table which acts as an index to the documents or Enabler Release Packages.
The Enabler Release table, Requirements Document Table and Architecture document tables will be unchanged, other than being on separate pages.

The OMA Test Documents page will have the same common information as shown above followed by a table listing all the available Enabler Test Specification documents in a table with the following structure-
