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1 Reason for Contribution

For some enablers, due to its inherent architecture or the small size of its potential market, it might be difficult to have enough participation at TestFests. Therefore the risk exists that IOP WG cannot collect enough statistical information to recommend the approved status for these enablers according to paragraph 10.7 of the IOP Process.

In parallel even if it would be possible to organize bilateral tests, it is defined in 9.12.4 of the same process document, that the entry criteria for the bilateral is a regular participation to Test Fests, for the enabler in question.

This document proposed to relax this criteria with the objective to facilitate bilateral testing events for this type of enablers.

2 Summary of Contribution

This document intends to modify the paragraph 9.12.4 of the IOP Process document.

3 Detailed Proposal

Paragraph 9.12.4 is changed as follows : 

“9.12.4
Entry Criteria for OMA Test Methods

The entry criteria to take part in OMA Interoperability Program using one or more of the different methods are described in the table below.

	Entry Criteria

	OMA TestFest
	See [OMATF] for a definition of the entry criteria.

	Vendor Bilateral Testing
	Regular vendor participation to TestFests,
Sufficient information to determine test case applicability, for example the EICS, and Quality Qualified


Table 1 – Entry Criteria for OMA Interoperability Program

An EICS SHALL be completed by implementers, and submitted to Trusted Zone when entering any of the OMA Test Methods. 

All items that are mandated by the EICS MUST be supported by the implementation, as a minimum before entering the OMA Test Method. These items are marked in the EICS with an “M”, which indicates Mandatory. If an implementation claims to support an optional item, marked with an “O”, that has Mandatory items associated with it, then these items MUST also be supported by the implementation.

For Prototype Testing, it is not a requirement that all mandatory items are supported.”
