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1 Reason for Change

At the close of Registration for TestFest-12, a number of enablers did not reach critical mass for testing at the event. However, when running two of these enablers at the request of the IOP Sub Working Group it was noted that great benefit could actually be derived from holding tests with only 1 or 2 client or server teams present.
While results achieved from limited testing may not be able to make a complete Enabler Test Report, discussion in IOP WG, indicated that prospective participants should be given the option as to whether they would like to come to the event to test or not.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Insertion of New Paragraph after the “Registration” paragraph
Insert a new paragraph in Section 4.1 after the “Registration” paragraph and before the “Deadline for Submitting Test Material” paragraph that contains the following:
Analysis of Participant Critical Mass for testing an Enabler. 

At the close of Registration for a TestFest, TestFest Administration WILL confirm testing for all enablers where the required number of client and server test teams are registered for the event. 
Where an insufficient number of clients or servers are registered to satisfy the critical mass criteria for full testing of the enabler, then the TestFest Administration WILL check to see if a sufficient number of clients and servers are registered to conduct at least one full test session (e.g. for MMS testing at least 2 clients and 1 server). If it would not be possible to run at least one test session, then TestFest Administration WILL cancel testing of the enabler at the TestFest, informing all participant teams of this decision. 

If it will be possible to run at least one test session for the enabler, then TestFest Administration WILL initially liaise with the IOP Sub-Working Group responsible for the enabler to decide if limited testing should be offered to the participants.

If the IOP Sub-Working Group agrees that testing should be offered, then the TestFest Administration WILL send emails to all registered participants offering them the limited test session that is available. Participant companies will have two working days to respond affirmatively that they wish to proceed with the limited test session. Should a sufficient number of teams respond within the two working days, then Testing of the Enabler with these teams will be confirmed. If after the two working days, insufficient positive responses have been received then testing of the enabler at the TestFest will be cancelled.
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
