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1 Reason for Contribution

IOP-MEC started the discussion on the addition of improvement features to the CR Tab on the OMA portal. Since the features proposed in this contribution would provide help to all IOP SWG (and TWG) document editors, it is brought to IOP WG for consideration.
2 Summary of Contribution

A list of proposed features that will serve as an improvement to the CR tab on the portal. See Detailed Proposal section for details.
3 Detailed Proposal

The IOP documents are updated by OMA members (most often champions) and by DSOs. The CR tab on the OMA portal was added a while ago in order to help with the maintenance of document revisions. It has been noted that there are some features that would significantly improve the way the CR tab is used and speed up the process of updating the documents. It also will reduce the potential of omission of documents that need to be incorporated.
The proposed changes include:

1) "Date Incorporated" column update privileges:
Scenario: CR tab has a column called “Date Incorporated”. This column has values: <date_incorporated>, or “Not Incorporated”. Currently, the OMA members do not have privileges to update this column and only DSOs (and chairs) have this option. Since the editors cannot change the status of this column, the result is that it does not get updated regularly and contains inconsistent data. To show the current situation, all IOP SWGs and IOP WG CR tabs are not updated. All CRs state “Not Incorporated”. That means that this column has not been updated in whole IOP in 2006. This significantly slows down the work of editors, since there is a need to check each contribution whether it was already incorporated in the previous release. It causes the CR tab to be really of no help.

Solution: Add champions (or all editors) of IOP documents to the list of persons that are allowed to update this column.

2) Option of sorting per enabler

Scenario: Currently, the CR tab allows us to sort by: Group, CR Against, Incorporated In, Status, CR Class, Date Incorporated. There is no option to sort by Enabler. Each enabler has multiple documents in IOP and there is no way to list all the CRs for all enablers sorted based on the enabler type. The only sort that is available that could be used is the “CR Against” column. This, however, scatters the enabler specific documents all over the resulting list, since the results are presented in the alphabetical order and not on the per enabler basis. This makes it difficult to judge the work that is/has been done on the enabler and immediately figure out all the CRs that exist for an enabler.

Solution: To add the option of a sort on the per enabler basis. Addition of an “Enabler” column would be useful, since from the moment we merged IOP SWGs, each SWG takes care of multiple enablers and the name of the enabler is not always listed in the title of the CR. This would also be helpful for SWGs that take care of multiple versions of the same enabler. The solution would reduce the amount of work the editors do, create clarity and reduce the potential of omission of the documents that need to be incorporated.
3) Option of listing only the last available revision of a CR

Scenario: Often CRs that need to be incorporated have multiple versions. Currently, all the versions of the CR are listed in the CR tab. Only the latest agreed version of the CR needs to be incorporated to the updated document, so listing previous versions does not serve any purpose. For instance, when we have R03 of a CR, 4 documents are listed (see below). This significantly increases the length of the CR list, especially since SWGs take care of many enablers and each enabler has multiple documents. Additionally, the last column “Date Incorporated” in reality pertains only to the latest agreed version and not to all previous noted/revised versions.

Solution: List only the latest available revision for CRs. This will significantly reduce the number of CRs listed in the CR tab, add clarity and make it more obvious from the list how many CRs are yet to be incorporated.
