1) make it easier for the IOP SWGs to write test cases based on the SCR Items and ETR, to make easier to make a decision on the sufficient completion of testing, to make it easier to determine correct interoperability results

2) make it easier for TWGs to write the ETR features list and the SCR Items
3) make it easier for products, IOP and TWGs in recognizing the mapping between the corresponding client and server SCR Items

4) make it easier for products, IOP and TWGs in recognizing the mapping between the SCR Items and ETR requirements

If the solutions provided in the attached PPT presentation are agreed, a new CRs will be written with the following changes.
Change 1:  IOP ORG Process
1) Change section 8.4 ETR to list more details on the purpose of the ETR. Also mention here the correlation between ETR Features and SCR Items
2) Change Appendix A to give more guidance on writing SCR Items. Mention correlation of SCR Items to ETR Features. Change BNF to mandate the string used to correspond to ETR feature Key.

3) Add Appendix on ETR Feature creation. The appendix would explain in more detail the purpose of the ETR Features list. It needs to be clearly stated that ETR table this is not a list of all features for the enabler, but it is a list of recommended features that shall be tested in order to approve enabler. 

Change 2:  ETR Template

1) Change the table and add a Key column that contains a unique string describing the feature
2) Clarify the guidance on what shall be listed in the ETR features list (all enabler requirements)
3) Change the table and add a “Recommended for Testing (Yes, if recommended)” column, which would specify which feature is recommended to be tested in the interoperability events.

Change 3:  SCR Guidance

1) The Guide shall include ETR guidance as well as SCR guidance

2) The Guide document shall only provide direct reference to IOP ORG Process for the information directly copied and pasted from there. We can point to specific section numbers, such 8.4 and Appendix A.
3) The exact steps that need to be taken by TWG in order to create ETR and SCR Items shall be added to IOP Process.

4) Proposal is to have an example document of ETR and SCR creation and concentrate on explanation of specific point included in IOP Process with a direct reference. For instance, the guide would state: “The SCR Rules, as described in [IOPPROC], Appendix A.1.3 shall <any text not in Appendix A1.3>”
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
