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1 Reason for Change

The current assumption is that OMA ETS documents are a “collection of test cases” that can be used for various purposes. In many cases the ETS contains test cases that are only for reference purposes and do not test any items required by the ETR.
The EVP implies the possibility to list those test cases that are actually needed for the enabler validation, but this option is not very clearly explained, nor is there any document section or table where these test cases could be listed.

Also the linkage between ETR requirements and the actual test cases is missing from the EVP template by default.

This CR introduces new tables is sections 5.3.2 and 7.1. 

The table is section 7.1 gives an opportunity to lists those test cases that are used for the enabler validation and provides a linkage to the original ETR requirement.
The new column for the table in section 5.3.2 gives an opportunity to mark which TestFest test cases are actually required for enabler validation and which test cases test functionalities outside the scope of the ETR and as such are there just to improve the quality of individual implementations. 
Version R01: Chapters 5.3 and 5.3.2 deleted.

Version R02: Table added to 5.1.3. Table in 7.1 reconstructed and an additional table added for non-covered ETR requirements.

Version R03: Contains only modifications to chapter 7. All other changes removed.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

3 Impact on Other Specifications

Also the IOP Report template needs to be updated. Currently the IOP Report provides the failure/pass rate of all the test cases in the ETS. The IOP Report template should be modified in such a way that in the future only those test cases are listed that are actually needed for the enabler validation. 
Also the TestFest reporting requires improvements. The current statistical information is based on the assumption that all test cases are essential for the enabler validation.
