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1 Reason for Change

The current assumption is that OMA ETS documents are a “collection of test cases” that can be used for various purposes. In many cases the ETS contains test cases that are only there for reference and do not test any items required by the ETR.
Currently the IOP Report gives the failure/pass rate for all the test cases in the ETS, even for those items that are outside the scope of the ETR or are otherwise not required to validate the quality of the technical specifications.

This leads to situation where almost all Enabler IOP Reports show “bad statistics” at the time of the enabler approval, even though the validation activities have fulfilled all the requirements of the ETR and EVP documents.

This CR proposes to change the Enabler IOP Report template in a way that it would only show test statistics for those test cases that are actually needed for the enabler approval.    
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

3 Impact on Other Specifications

Also the TestFest reporting requires improvements. The current statistical information is based on the assumption that all test cases are essential for the enabler validation.
