The GSM Association’s DG-FTSG (Devices Group - Field Trial Sub-Group) has for many years managed a document called DG.11 (Field Trial Guidelines). The original purpose of DG.11 is to define end to end style test scenarios for terminal devices to be executed in live networks. This document is used as input to a number of testing / trialling regimes across the industry.

The DG-FTSG has recognised that there are difficulties in executing some DG.11 test cases in a live network environment, and that it would be useful to identify which of the test cases can be effectively performed in a laboratory environment (i.e. using an unmodified handset in an environment comprising representative network components with the possibility to stimulate more easily the test cases in question).
The DG-FTSG therefore agreed to revise and extend DG.11 to introduce the concept of “Laboratory Trials” and identify which test cases should be done in field, and which test cases are difficult to do in the field and therefore would be acceptable if done in either the field or the lab. It may also identify test cases which can only practically be done in the lab.

The DG-FTSG recognises that this work could have value for different groups in our industry and invites those groups who are interested to make use of the output which will come from DG-FTSG.
