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1 Reason for Contribution

There has been a lot of discussion within IOP about the addition of “Applicability” and/or ICS/IXIT information to both Interoperability and Conformance test cases in the ETS. The requirements for this extra information differ between Interoperability test cases and Conformance test cases; therefore the two requirements have now been separated and will be discussed in different contributions.
This contribution addresses the requirements for Conformance test cases.

For Conformance test cases there is sometimes a requirement for additional applicability information, for use by bodies (generally) outside the OMA who use the Conformance test cases for Certification of implementations against the test cases. 

R01: During discussion it was requested that the template should indicate that the typical range of values should be shown for the IXITs. This has been added.

2 Summary of Contribution

This requirement is best satisfied by supplying “ICS/IXIT” information in a fairly industry-standard way. This ICS information in particular is similar to, but not completely the same as, the existing OMA EICS information. However, without modifying the EICS information (which was deemed unacceptable), it is felt that it is impossible to use the EICS information and therefore new ICS data is required together with the necessary cross reference tables and IXIT information.

As the requirement for ICS/IXIT depends on the Enabler and the use that external bodies may or may not make of the Conformance test cases, the addition of this information in the ETS will always be optional.

The changes shown below are proposed for discussion.
