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1 Reason for Contribution

The current OMA Liaison Officer with W3C will no longer follow OMA activities: Since the current common activities for both organisations is mainly on the testing area, it was suggested by the ceasing Liaison Officer that the new Liaison Officer should come from IOP BRO, the IOP SWG that deals with all the technologies that are common with W3C.
IOP BRO could not find any member willing to be full time OMA Liaison Officer with W3C, however IOP BRO has found 2 members that are willing to perform the role partially. It is not clear whether or not this is an acceptable situation for OMA.

2 Summary of Contribution

Propose of two names for the OMA Liaison Officer with W3C
3 Detailed Proposal

The current OMA Liaison Officer with W3C is Bennett Marks from Nokia. With this role Bennett accumulated also the MCE chair position. In Cancun he has announced that he will no longer continue to follow OMA activities and has left both positions.
The two organisations have shared in the past several specifications and produced common work mainly on the mobile browsing area. At the moment the most visible cooperation between the two organisations is that OMA has shared with W3C the Browsing 2.3 test suites and test results and is using the W3C SVG Tiny 1.2 test suites for the validation of OMA SVG MD 1.0 enabler. This fact suggests that the next Liaison Officer should be someone with a great involvement within OMA IOP and specifically in IOP BRO technical activities.
Among others, the main activities of the OMA Liaison Officer with W3C will be to attend a biweekly conference call with W3C. At the moment in IOP BRO there is no member with the availability to assume this responsibility constantly but there are two members that can attend some of the conference calls.
The members are Kimmo Halonen from Nokia and Kieran McAleese from Openwave.

The proposal is for OMA to accept having two persons as OMA Liaison Officers with W3C that will alternatively attend the above mentioned conference call and that report to the rest of OMA and to W3C the progresses as required and that will handle simultaneous any cooperation issue between the two organisations.
