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1. Background

RCC Task Force would like to thank OMA IOP MEC for their interest in developing test cases for RCS device assessment and accreditation. We regret that our RCCTF meeting schedule did not allow us to positively respond to the meeting proposed by OMA IOP MEC for Oct 22nd.
RCS Programme develops technical specifications for various RCS releases, and it also develops Product Description Documents for implementation of (parts of) each of the specification releases in networks, devices and clients. Since PDDs are typically more detailed, and since PDDs delimit applicability of a specification, developers tend to use PDDs for scoping of their R&D effort.

The latest released technical specification is RCS 5.1 and the latest RCS product release is Blackbird drop 1 (which is based on RCS 5.1 v2.0 specification). Please note that product releases are applicable to various markets, and more than one product release can therefore exist at the same time.

RCS Programme has now established initial accreditation framework for joyn Blackbird drop 1 product release, and also organised Meta3 test fest which did practically use it and verify it. This is sufficient to be able to assess the framework as accurate and complete.
We do envision further product releases based on RCS 5.1, and intend to create similar frameworks for those product releases as they appear.
2. Actions

RCCTF suggests that OMA IOP MEC aligns its test case development effort to GSMA RCS accreditation frameworks, based on RCS product releases.

We also suggest that the initial set of test cases should be based on joyn Blackbird drop 1. 
To make sure that we are synchronized in our technical specifications development and the test cases development, it would be appreciated if OMA IOP MEC will update RCC TF quarterly in your progress with the latest baseline draft.
