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1 Reason for Change

In OMA-IOP-2014-0170-CR_SUPL_2.0.2_ETS_Correction_Applicability_con_007_Test_1, it was agreed that con-007 Test 1 was optional. In OMA-IOP-2014-0193-CR_SUPL_2.0.2_ETS_Correction_Applicability_con_007 it was clarified that (at least) one of the two optional methods of the provisioning of the H-SLP address (in the UICC or in the SET) described in the SUPL TS, SHALL be supported (as well as the default method).

However these changes were not carried back into the SUPL 1.0 ETS ….
Therefore the applicabilities of the tests within con-023 in the SUPL 1.0 ETS should be as follows:

Test 1: H-SLP address stored on UICC: optional unless test 2 is not supported in which case mandatory
Test 2: H-SLP address stored on SET optional unless test 1 is not supported in which case mandatory
Test 3: Auto configuration of H-SLP address: mandatory (no change)
Test 4: Auto configuration of H-SLP address following authentication failure: mandatory (no change)
Test 5: Clearing of old H-SLP address following change of IMSI: mandatory (no change)
Therefore the applicabilities of test 1 and test 2 need modifying.
