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Summary

The GSMA Mobile IoT Initiative (MioT) has been informed by their various delegates to the OMA Forum that there appears to be a gap in Device Management Conformance Test Cases within the latest LWM2M document.

The GSMA would like clarification as to what are OMA Forum’s plans (if any) for inclusion of a these Conformance Test Cases within the next version of the LWM2M Device Management document?
Introduction

It is widely acknowledged that the emergence of the Internet of Things (IoT) will create billions of new IoT devices that will be connected to Mobile Network Operators over the next decade. This will create many challenges in terms of a rapid test and certification for these devices as they come to market.

GSMA Mobile IoT Test and Certification Joint Working Group

The GSMA Mobile IoT Initiative has created a joint working group consisting of MNO’s, equipment vendors and module, device and chip set vendors to investigate the possibility of a fast track process allowing early adopters to launch services in late 2016, early 2017.

To enable this group to provide clarity and feedback to the OMA Forum, it is important for them to better understand the plan to include Test Cases in respect of Conformance Testing within the next release of the LWM2M document, as this has been identified as missing within the current version of this document.

This request is for the OMA Forum to please share their plans for inclusion of the Device Management Conformance Test Cases within the next release of the LWM2M Device Management document, prior to the next meeting of the group on 17 June 2016.
