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1 Reason for Change

Test case SUPL-1.0-con-062 - Unexpected data value tests the correct behaviour of the SET under the condition that a SUPL INIT message with "out of range" Positioning Method (posmethod) parameter is received by the SET. To successfully pass the test case, the SET is expected to detect the SUPL INIT posmethod out of range parameter error and respond with a SUPL END message with Status Code unexpectedDataValue or protocolError. It has been observed that not all ASN.1 parsers are able to correctly decode a SUPL INIT message with out of range posmethod parameter as a valid SUPL INIT message. In some cases the ASN.1 parser does not detect that a SUPL INIT message was sent at all. Passing of test case SUPL-1.0-con-062 – Unexpected data value is therefore dependent on the ASN.1 parser used in the SET. Since the particulars of ASN.1 parsing in the SET are implementation dependent and out of scope of SUPL, the test scenario of SUPL-1.0-con-062 – Unexpected data value is not testable unambiguously. It is therefore proposed to remove test case SUPL-1.0-con-062 – Unexpected data value from OMA-ETS-SUPL-V1_0-20160104-D
