	Preconditions
	· Equipment:

· 1 Client and 1 Server

· Prerequisites:
· SAP with several User accounts (A, B1, B2, B3, …) provisioned on it. 
· All mandatory fields in Public Profile of User A are filled in.
· All mandatory fields in Public Profiles of Users B1, B2, B3, …are filled-in and for all of them it applies, e.g.:
·  PP_COUNTRY=‘Italy’
· None of Users B1, B2, B3 …is already in User A’s Contact List.
· Client A is logged in.

	Test Procedure
	1. Client A issues a Search request (SearchRequest primitive) containing as input: 
a. A Search criteria that is known to match all the provisioned Users B1, B2, B3,…, e.g. (USER_COUNTRY= ‘Italy’)
b. Search-Limit=maximum/unlimited (NOTE: to allow the Server to return to Client a maximum/unlimited number of Search results at a time).

2. Server successfully begins returning Search results to Client A (SearchResponse primitive).
3. While the Search is still ongoing on the Server side and Server is still returning results, Client A issues a request to stop the Search (StopSearchRequest primitive). 

4. Server successfully stops the Search (Status primitive).

	Pass-Criteria
	· After Step 4, User A can browse through the returned results so to verify that not all of the provisioned Users have been returned, but some of them are missing (NOTE: although it is known a priori that all the provisioned Users are matched by the input Search criteria).
