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1 Reason for Change

This CR makes the following improvements to the conformance test cases for SET initiated roaming scenarios:

· New sections are introduced for non-proxy mode roaming test cases and text added to highlight that these test cases are for further study. Also the text about non-proxy mode roaming in the existing proxy mode test cases has been removed.
· The term “coarse location” is introduced to be consistent with the term used in the SUPL AD to denote the “reference location” of the SET.

· To avoid that the SLP returns a previously computed position instead of trying to determine the current location of the SET, the location initiator must request “current location”. For this reason, the preconditions of all test cases have been updated.
