2 Summary of Contribution

Answer to IOP PR 0021 for XDM. Proposal is to reject PR and give in the rejection reason a technical answer explaining the correctness of the questioned test case.
3 Detailed Proposal

XDM INT ETS has the following testing policies:

“For the UE testing, the focus is on UE1 (from Company1) and UE2 (from Company2). UE1, UE2 and the XDMS MUST be from different vendors. 

UE1 is used for test case execution (storage, retrieval and modification of the XML documents in XDMS). 

UE2 is used only for verification of UE1’s test cases execution (storage, retrieval and modification of the XML documents in XDMS). 

UE1 and UE2 are from different companies and are preloaded with the same user credentials to validate that UE1 correctly manipulated XML documents.”

According to IOP decision, the interoperability of the XDM enabler is done based on client-server testing. For this purpose only one UE is needed for test case execution (UE1). In XDM V1.0 only the owner of the documents can make changes to them and that makes the tests client-server only.

IOP used the second client (UE2) as a verifying client and UE2 shall not execute any tests, but only verify in them in the same test session UE1 is executing them.

To test UE2’s execution, the roles need to be reversed and UE2 will now execute the test cases, while UE1 will verify. OMA TestFests require that each test case is executed twice with each of the UEs reversing the executing and verifying roles each time. The same procedure can be applied to other than OMA TestFest testing.
