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1 Reason for Change

1. The ETS has now been updated to comply with the latest SUPL ERP. The Scope needs updating to reflect this.

2. There are now in the field a number, and may be more in the future, of implementations of SUPL based on the January 2006 ERP of SUPL. From a practical point of view it is therefore necessary that the ETS can test both this earlier version as well as the latest version. The Scope is updated to reflect this

The main differences between the two versions of the ERP are the Port Numbers and Content Type. As long as these can be set as necessary then most test cases are also applicable to both versions of the ERP. The ETS is updated to explain this.
Note that an attempt was made to distinguish these two versions by changing the Service Indicator in the version of SUPL (to V1.0.1). However the consensus in the LOC group was that the OMA process did not allow this for Candidate Enablers. Thus the only way to distinguish between the different ERP versions is by referring to their dates. This does not seem to be a very sensible procedure and should be discussed.

Some features in the SUPL enabler may optionally be implemented in mobile devices.  The tests associated with these optional features are marked as [Optional] in the test specification.
