	1. PoC User1 initiates a session to PoC User2/3/4 and requests the Right to Speak.

2. PoC User2 and PoC User3 accept the session.

3. PoC User4 ignores the session.

4. PoC User1 starts talking.

5. PoC User1 stops talking and releases the Right to Speak.

6. PoC User1 invites (adds) PoC User4 to the session once again.

7. PoC User4 accepts the session invitation.

	Pass-Criteria
	1. PoC User2, PoC User3 and PoC User4 get an indication that are being invited to a session by PoC User1.

2. PoC User1 gets an indication that at least one PoC User has accepted the invitation and is granted the Right to Speak.

3. PoC User4 is not connected to the session.

4. PoC User2 and PoC User3 listen to PoC User1 talking.

5. PoC User2 and PoC User3 receive the Talk Burst Idle Notification.

6. PoC User4 gets the invitation and is prompted to accept or reject the invitation. PoC User4 receives the Ids of PoC User1 and PoC User3 and that there is an hidden user.

7. PoC User1, PoC User2 and PoC User3 receive of the Ids of the others PoC Users (except from PoC User2). Apart from PoC User2, all the PoC Users receive that there is an hidden user

	Test Procedure
	1. PoC User1 initiates a session to PoC User2/3 and requests the Right to Speak..

2. PoC User1 starts talking.

3. PoC User1 stops talking and releases the Right to Speak.

4. PoC User1 invites (adds) PoC User4 to the session.

	Pass-Criteria
	1. PoC User3 and PoC User3 automatically accept the invitation and the group session is successfully established. (All PoC User’s Ids are received by both PoC User1/2/3 – except the Id from PoC User2.). 
PoC User1 gets an indication that at least one PoC User has accepted the invitation and is granted the Right to Speak.

2. PoC User2 and PoC User3 listen to PoC User1 talking.

3. PoC User2 and PoC User3 receive the Talk Burst Idle Notification.

4. PoC User4 gets the invitation and is prompted to accept or reject the invitation. PoC User4 receives the Ids of PoC User1 and PoC User3 and that there is an hidden user.
PoC User1, PoC User2 and PoC User3 receive of the Ids of the others PoC Users (except from PoC User2). Apart from PoC User2, all the PoC Users receive that there is an hidden user.
