ARC members are working hard to complete the ParlayREST enabler in order to meet the (previously slipped) WISPR schedule. ARC are looking to complete all deliverables at their CC next week Friday, December 11. In addition to all Technical Specifications, this also includes all the support collateral like ERELD, SCRs, and ETR.

Specifically with respect to the ETR, ARC have a request to IOP: per process/procedures, the ETR needs to be reviewed with IOP prior to starting the Consistency Review. The final ETRRR is then part of the package submitted for CONR. ARC wishes to skip this step, and request to have the ETR reviewed as part and parcel of the entire release package at Consistency Review.

ARC would like to raise two points in support of this request:

1. ParlayREST is a FastTrack enabler. Hence, per process, certain steps may be skipped/condensed, with REL agreement.

2. This step is to be cancelled anyway going forward. The removal of the ETR review prior to the consistency review is documented in the latest draft IOP Process Document, which has yet to be reviewed and approved. In anticipation of this change, ARC was hoping to use the new process already, if that would meet with IOP's approval.
