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1 Reason for Contribution

The GCF has just decided to re-activate the FUMO and SCOMO testing Work Items, based on the reported availability of a test tool; however I firmly believe that we should formally discuss this inside IOP-MEC and IOP before advising the GCF on this move.

2 Summary of Contribution

I believe we should discuss and answer at least the following questions before making any recommendations to the GCF:

1. The current tests are Interoperability test cases. Are these suitable for running against a test tool?

2. If so are all of them suitable to be run against a test tool? Or only some of them?

3. If so, surely they are now really “Conformance” test cases and not “Interoperability” test cases? Should we change their designation?

4. If they are now “Conformance” test cases, should they be written in TTCN-3?

5. If they are now “Conformance” test cases to be run against a test tool, should we advise the GCF that they should be treated as “Conformance” test cases and should be Validated according to the GCF rules – this is not really an OMA issue but I still think we should discuss it …
As a non-expert I have reviewed both the SCOMO and FUMO ETSs and reached the following conclusions:

SCOMO:

All the current Interoperability test cases seem to me to be suitable for Client Conformance testing without any modification.
I would suggest that reference is made in the ETS to this effect and the GCF advised that the test cases can be used for SCOMO Client Conformance testing. 

FUMO:

All the current Interoperability test cases seem to me to be suitable for Client Conformance testing with just a few of them requiring very minor modification to clarify the requirements and remove test steps that only apply to the server. This could be done very easily.

I would suggest that reference is made in the ETS to this effect and the GCF advised that the test cases can be used for SCOMO Client Conformance testing after the minor changes are identified and detailed in the ETS. 

3 Detailed Proposal

1. Discuss the above points.
2. Confirm my findings above.
3. Modify the SCOMO and FUMO ETSs as required.

4. Inform GCF that the new ETSs (once modified) can be used for Client Conformance testing and recommend the tests cases be moved from “Interoperability” to “Conformance” and should be treated as “Conformance” test cases as far as Validation etc. is concerned.

5. Discuss the provision of TTCN-3 for these test cases.
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5 Recommendation

As above.
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
