5 Recommendation

Change the text in Section 3.5, second bullet, to read as follow: “…establishes a connection to and downloads the required information from…” for simpler understanding of what is required.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

The current Testing Assumption is confusing in the sense that “synchronization” has many possible meanings, including the use of another OMA enabler.  The above recommendation, as better described below, allows the client and server implementations to meet the Testing Assumption on their own terms without dictating something that sounds very complicated.

Current wording:

· The XDMC does the initial synchronization with the XDMS during power up or during the initial retrieval of XML documents.

New wording:

· The XDMC establishes a connection to and downloads the required information fromdoes the initial synchronization with the XDMS during power up or during the initial retrieval of XML documents.
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
