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1 Reason for Contribution

Focus Frauenhofer developed a set of SUPL 2.0 test cases in TTCN -3 and provided an initial delivery to OMA in document OMA-IOP-TTCN-2010-0012-INP_TTCN_3_Test_Cases_for_SUPL_V2_0 . 

Comments were received based on this delivery and It is expected that Focus Frauenhofer will incorporate these comments before the final delivery.

2 Summary of Contribution

This document should summarize all comments which should then be fed back to Focus Frauenhofer.

3 Detailed Proposal

1.  f_initIntern(true, true, ixit_H_SLP_FQDN, ixit_CipherSuite);
a. We think the second parameter “withBSFSimulation” of f_initIntern should have value “false”, since it is not necessary to support PSK-TLS and BSF for all the test cases.  PSK-TLS is only required for a small number of test cases.

· The group agreed with this comment (Comment from previous meeting)
2. f_initIntern:

a. The “interleave” block should be put into the if(withBSFSimulation){} block.

b. We hope to map ipiPort before ulpPort.

· Group agreed with this comment – 10th March CC

3. sendExpectedControlHeaders:

a. It should add GANSS (GLONASS) assistance data and other GANSS related fields support, which should be required be TC_030_x.

· Group agreed with this comment – 10th March CC

The group expressed concern that if this comment (3) is forward to Fraunhofer FOKUS as it reads now, then the response from FOKUS would be what data is required.

There are a lot more elements that need to be handled; this information should be found in the RRLP.

· AP: Richard to create a list of elements/types that are not handled. Relating to comment 3 about (sendExpectedControlHeaders – SUPL 2.0) 

4. f_nwc_action_withtimer:

a. We think it would be better to have the first input parameter of type “AreaId”, and then the test case will know the exact area ID of current GSM/WCDMA cell. It would be easier for the test case to set the corresponding field in SUPL message, and to check whether the SET reported position in target cell.

· Group agreed with this comment – 10th March CC

5. fx_positionIsInArea:

a. This function should not be necessary. The test case should know current cell ID (as per 4.a), so in TC_052_x_x, when the SET reports the position, the test case just needs to check whether the report is expected in this cell.

· Group agreed with this comment – 10th March CC

6. o_CalcVerOfSuplInit:

a. We think we may need other input parameter to indicate what HMAC hash function should be used to calculate the VER, because in SUPL 1.0 we use HMAC SHA1 and in SUPL 2.0 we use HMAC SHA256. Note for TC_010_4 it should use SUPL 1.0.

· Group agreed with this comment – 10th March CC

7. port IpcPort:

a. We think we may need another message to configure the TLS version to be used, because in SUPL 1.0 we use TLS1.0 and in SUPL 2.0 we use TLS1.1. Note for TC_010_4 it should use SUPL 1.0.

· Group agreed with this comment – 10th March CC

8. We propose that the following external function needs to be modified (shown in red):

external function o_getAcquisAssistData(in integer p_satID, in integer p_gpsTOW, in GNSSScenario p_GNSSScenario) return AcquistAssistInfos;

We propose to add a new input parameter p_ GNSSScenario which is the GNSS scenario used in the test case. This is required as different test cases may use different scenarios - for example SUPL 1.0 uses different scenarios from SUPL 2.0 test cases.

9. We think more parameters are required for the external function to calculate position.

Here is our proposal:

We think the estimated time and scenario name are needed, in addition to the raw SUPL POS message.

10. In test cases con-050 and con-052 we believe the code is incorrect in how it deals with Start Time and Minimum Interval Time. In the ETS it is stated that we should receive SUPL REPORT message from the SET after at least Start Time / Minimum Interval Time, however, it appears that in the code it expects the message before Start Time / Minimum Interval Time. It may be that CR OMA-IOP-MEC-2010-0001R01-CR_SUPL_2.0_ETS_corrections_Area_Event_test_cases.zip has not been taken into account.
