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1 Reason for Contribution

The licence and other Terms and Conditions under which companies can use OMA TTCN-3 code are not very clear (at least to this contributor). There also seem to be some contradictions in those documents. In order to use OMA TTCN-3 code for commercial purposes the contributing company would like clarification.
2 Summary of Contribution

There appears to be three documents that may contain the licence and other T&Cs that should apply when an OMA member company wishes to use OMA TTCN-3 code for any purpose.

These are:
1. _ARCHIVE_CONTENT_IPR.txt. This text file has been used for BCAST (and other??) code when released by the OMA. Internally it refers to another document as follows:

2. Use Agreement.txt. This is the standard OMA Document Use Agreement and is held on the OMA portal. It contains some similar, but not identical wording to the first document.

3. TTCN_Common_Public_License_V1.txt. This is a Common Public License text file and apparently has been generated for use with the TTCN-3.

The following issues have been found with these three documents (there may be others as well):

1. It is unclear which one or more of these documents apply and should be attached to the TTCN-3 code and when (i.e. at what point in the cycle of generation of the TTCN-3 code). The contributor cannot find any defined OMA procedure to advise on this point. It seems the procedure is only “word of mouth”.

2. The first document immediately refers to the second document and it is unclear which one takes precedence in the case of the following conflict:

The first document states:

The second document states:

In the case of TTCN-3 we clearly need the text in the second document to take precedence as some member companies will use the TTCN-3 code for commercial purposes.

3. The second document refers to a “click-through” agreement process which does not actually appear to be there, but this is a minor point and can be ignored!

4. The third document seems to be very appropriate and suitable. However in the final Section 7, GENERAL, there is a section concerning an “Agreement Steward” and that “IBM is the initial Agreement Steward”. The contributor is not familiar with this procedure and simply questions its correctness and purpose.
3 Detailed Proposal

1. The first document should be modified to simply refer to documents 2 and 3. All other text should be deleted as it is more or less duplicated in document 2. 

2. A simple procedure should be written and added to a TTCN-3 process document (which one???) to state that documents 1 and 3 should be added to all released TTCN-3 code.

4 Intellectual Property Rights
