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1 Overview

To inform GCF about the availability and the stability of the OMA xhtml and WCSS test suites. 
2 Proposal

As it has come to the awareness of OMA that GCF AE-AG is currently in the process to consider the xhtml and WCSS Test Suites for the GCF Certification scheme, IOP WG would like to inform or update GCF AE-AG about the availability and stability of the considered Test Suites. 
Currently the above mentioned Suites are available at the OMA Public WEB side. At present IOP WG is in the process to hire a technical editor to review all test cases belonging to the xhtml and WCSS Test Suites. The aim of this task is to enhance the quality of the test cases within the Suites and to minimize the ambiguity as much as possible. 

OMA is planning to finalise this task by end of January 2007. According to the Browser experts from the IOP BRO SWG who is responsible for the Browsing Enablers, the considered Test Suites are already today in a technical reliable state that fulfils the intended test requirements. 

So in the situation that OMA is not able to finalise this review task, the already approved and available Test Suites will still be considered technically correct.
