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1 Overview

OMA IOP has recently added two new Conformance test cases to the SUPL 2.0 ETS which GCF and PTCRB may wish to consider adding to their relevant WI/RFT.
2 Proposal

In the current SUPL 2.0 ETS there are two existing test cases for the testing of Network Initiated and SET Initiated Enhanced Cell ID positioning method. These are:

SUPL-2.0-con-030 Test 4: Positioning method - Enhanced Cell ID

SUPL-2.0-con-110 Test 4: Positioning method - Enhanced Cell ID

However, these test cases are not applicable for the case where LPP is used as the positioning protocol within the positioning session. As LPP supports Enhanced Cell ID as a positioning method in its own right, then, in the case where LPP is used the call-flow will be different from other cases (for example when using RRLP).
Therefore in a recent meeting, OMA IOP added two new Conformance test cases to the SUPL 2.0 ETS as follows:

SUPL-2.0-con-030 Test 14: Positioning method - Enhanced Cell ID using LPP
SUPL-2.0-con-110 Test 14: Positioning method - Enhanced Cell ID using LPP
These two test cases are available for review in the latest version of the SUPL 2.0 ETS which can be found in the normal place on the OMA portal.
Please note that exceptionally these two new test cases are not “bearer agnostic”. As these test cases require the use of LPP, they can only be run using LTE as the bearer, unlike all other SUPL 2.0 test cases which can use any bearer.

Please also note that at this time there is no TTCN-3 code available for these test cases, but it could be made available in the event that these test cases are added to the GCF or PTCRB WI/RFT

3 Requested Action(s)

Review the two new test cases and determine if they should be added to the relevant WI/RFT. In the event that GCF or PTCRB decides to add these test cases to their WI/RFT, please inform OMA IOP so that plans can be made to generate the necessary TTCN-3 code.
