6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.1.1 Privacy

Both application and Location Server can be part of several domains: mobile operator network, IT domain or device domain. Therefore, several service architectures can be derived from these three domains. Location-based services SHALL allow the use of a general and synchronised privacy framework. As both the application and the Location Server can be part of the above mentioned domains, the same level of privacy management SHALL be performed for all service architectures. 
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
