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1 Reason for Change

Current SUPL architecture document mentions two possibilities for network initiated SUPL initiation (SUPL INIT message). These are WAP Push and SMS Trigger. 

However, SUPL based positioning can be used in various environments and therefore the SUPL specification should enable other mechanisms for initiation. One example of such mechanism is SIP Push. More examples and details can be found from OMA-LOC-2004-0131-SUPL-initiation-scenarios presented in LOC Conference Call 12.5.

6.2.2.SUPL Initiation Function (SIF)

The SUPL Initiation function provides a mechanism for a SUPL network to start a transaction with a SET. The initiation function is of special importance in enabling SUPL Network Initiated Services. 

When the SIF resides in the SUPL network it can start the SUPL transaction by using e.g.
· WAP Push Access Protocol (PAP)

·  SMS directly in an MNO environment 

· SIP Push mechanism
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
