Although V-SLP,H-SLP and SET all own the SUPL Positioning Calculation Function (SPCF),the current SUPL baseline AD does not describe the mechanism for where to carry out positioning calculation,(V-SLP,H-SLP or SET?) while SET roaming.  

This CR proposes to add a mechanism to carry out  the positioning calculation.
