This document describes the architecture for the Location Enabler Release V1.0 (LER V1.0), which consists of the Mobile Location Protocol 3.2 (MLP V3.2), the Roaming Location Protocol (RLP V1.0) and the Location Privacy Checking Protocol (PCP V1.0). 
3GPP started developing a requirements document (3GPP TS 22.071) and a corresponding architecture document (3GPP TS 23.271) for the above protocols. OMA is now specifying these protocols on behalf of 3GPP to be released in an OMA Location Enabler Release. The LER will benefit the industry widely and not only 3GPP and more requirements are added as needed for wireless technologies besides GSM and UMTS.  While the LER architecture is mostly driven by 3GPP, it should also comply with OMA’s architecture.
