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1 Reason for Change

The SUPL Privacy Function (SPF) in the SUPL AD states that existing privacy components, such as a PPR, may be used to ensure the privacy of a SUPL User. 

The SUPL AD states the following:
“SUPL may use existing privacy nodes such as PPR or LDC to implement the privacy function. Alternatively the SPF may be implemented in the SET.”

The OMA PCP specification is not mentioned in this section although it is contained as a normative reference in the SUPL AD. 

This CR recommends that PCP is referenced in the SPF section to clarify that PCP may be used to interact with a PPR.
R01: This revision incorporates changes recommended by LOC:

The CR now shows the original approved SUPL AD text with a new separate sentence added to show the reference to PCP. The original SUPL AD text is shown below:

“SUPL may use existing privacy nodes such as PPR or LDC to implement the privacy function. Alternatively the SPF may be implemented in the SET.”

What R01 proposes is to add the following sentence at the end of the existing text to reference OMA PCP.

“SUPL MAY use OMA PCP [OMA PCP] when interacting with existing privacy nodes.”

· Adhere to the target SUPL User privacy setting regardless of Network Initiated or SET Initiated services

· Adhere to notification and verification settings of the target SUPL User

· Adhere to emergency and lawful override regulations applicable to the target SUPL User 

SUPL may use existing privacy nodes such as PPR or LDC to implement the privacy function. Alternatively the SPF may be implemented in the SET. SUPL MAY use OMA PCP [OMA PCP] when interacting with existing privacy nodes.
