Inconsistencies were noted between RD and AD documents
Section 5 of the RD document is informative, but contains text of normative nature that is not all reflected in the requirements section. For example, 

Capability: Mobile Location Services SHALL allow a SET which cannot use its requested positioning method to fall back to an alternative method or methods.

A SUPL User has requested the location of a SET. The requested positioning method (e.g., A-GPS) is not available. Either the network or the SET SHALL be able to detect this and invoke an alternative postioning method (e.g., E-OTD, AFLT, OTDOA).
