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1 Reason for Contribution

The requestor has been used in the OMA-TS-MLP-V3_2-20050114-D and  3GPP TS 23.271 V6.10.0(2004-12).  

Though the requestor (as an optional parameter)  is needed to both network-initiated and set-initiated in the SUPL message flow, the current SUPL AD shows the parameter in the set-initiated only.

As a consistency reason, we need to add requestor in the MLP SLIR of all the procedures of the Network initiated in OMA-SUPL-AD-V1_0-20050113-D.

2 Summary of Contribution

There is no requestor in the all procedures of the Network initiated in OMA-SUPL-AD-V1_0-20050113-D.  The meaning of requestor has been described in OMA-TS-MLP-V3_2-20050114-D.

The LCS client should authenticate the Requestor Identity but this is outside the scope of this specification. The LCS service request may also contain the type of the Requestor identity if the requestor identity was included.
Therefore this paper proposes that the requestor should be added in the all of the MLP SLIR  in the Chap 6.8 SUPL Collaboration Network Initiated of OMA-SUPL-AD-V1_0-20050113-D. The chapter 3 of this paper only shows the one case which tells that how to add the requestor in the MLP SLIR of 6.8.1.1 of the OMA-SUPL-AD-V1_0-20050113-D. Likewise the other sub-chapters (6.8.1.2,  6.8.1.3,  6.8.1.4,  6.8.1.5,  6.8.1.6,  6.8.1.7.1,  6.8.1.7.2) should be changed to have the requestor in the MLP SLIR of each of them.
