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1 Reason for Contribution

For Network Initiated applications, The SLP initiates the location session with the SET using the SUPL INIT message, which MAY be a WAP PUSH or an SMS Trigger. After the SUPL INIT is received, the SET would establish a data connection to the SLP according to the address received by the SUPL INIT message.
But because of wireless environment, the SET cannot set up the data connection to SLP, it is suggested that besides data connection, SMS should be the lower layer transmission bear of the SUPL END Message.  
2 Summary of Contribution

The document proposes the support of SMS as the lower layer bear to the SUPL END Message, when the data connection can not be established.  
3 Detailed Proposal
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At step E, where the data connection could not be established, SMS SHOULD be used as the lower layer bear to send the SUPL END Message. In order to feedback the response from the Target SET to the SLP in time, SUPL END Message SHOULD be encapsulated in a short message and SHOULD be sent to SLP. In this way, the response can inform the SLP the reason why the SUPL END Message was sent: the Target SET can not establish the data connection, or the Target SET refuses this location request. Furthermore, the handset CAN include the information about its cell sector in this SMS, and then the SLP can provide low precision location service based on the sector information.

5 Recommendation
ZTE Corporation recommends the LOC group to include the above suggestion in the step E in the 6.8.1.1 section of Secure User Plane Location Architecture Draft Version 1.0 (OMA-AD-SUPL-V1_0-20050203-D)
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
