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1 Reason for Change

In SET initiated scenarios, the SET capabilities are sent twice by the SET: in SUPL START and in SUPL POS INIT. However, it should be clarified in the spec that SET capabilities do not change during a particular session.
The first revision of this CR replaces wording referring to examples of multiple capabilities sending by explicit reference to SET initiated scenarios.
The second revision addresses the comments received in Singapore:

· use “MUST NOT” for stressing that SET capabilities do not change.
· Put text into table.
