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1 Reason for Change

Depending on the SET’s capabilities, the positioning method(s) specified by the SLP and the required QoP, it may happen that no suitable positioning method can be found. In that case, a SUPL END aborts the session. However,  in today’s SUPL TS a suitable error indicator is missing. This CR proposes the addition of error indicator posMethodMismatch.
Also, there is an error indicator protocolVersionNotSupported in the current TS. This is slightly ambiguous as this could refer to either the ULP protocol or to the pos protocol being used (RRLP, RRC, TIA801). As the former is meant here, we propose to rename this error indicator to versionNotSupported.
Thirdly, there are two information indicators AuthDeniedByUser and authGrantedByUser. These should be renamed to consentDeniedByUser resp consentGrantedByUser as this is not authorization from a security point of view but an expression of explicit user consent or dissent.
Finally, minor wording improvements on other error indicators are proposed.
Revision R01 adds error indicator posProtocolMismatch to address scenarios where, e.g., the SET speaks TIA-801 only and the SLP speaks RRLP only.
Revision R02 addresses the comments received in Singapore:

· Add the newly introduced error indicator posProtocolMismatch in the ASN.1 code as well besides section 8.6

· Replace “reconciling” by “matching” in wording on posMethodMismatch

· Rephrase wording on posProtocolMismatch
