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1 Reason for Contribution

The SUPL architecture supports both non-proxy and proxy model deployments. For GSM/WCDMA network the proxy model aligns closely with its IP roaming model. Hence, in a common GSM/WCDMA IP roaming model, the SET gets its IP access point via its home GGSN. Consequently for most deployments of SUPL within a GSM/WCDMA environment the proxy mode will be the mode of choice.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes to support non-proxy mode for GSM/WCDMA deployments however to relieve the constrain of mandating it.

This change complies with current deployment requirements and, without compromising any model, complements previously identified deployment scenarios.

3 Detailed Proposal

This contribution proposes to agree that:

1) Proxy mode support should be mandatory for GSM/WCDMA deployments.

2) Non-proxy support should be optional for GSM/WCDMA deployments.

3) For those deployments which support both proxy, and non-proxy mode, the applicable security solutions are supported as well. Please note that it is expected that only some aspects of the security architecture would be different between the GSM/WCDMA and CDMA/CDMA2000 deployments (like e.g. key management), and the detail specifications for this security difference will be consummated for SUPL R1 or future versions either in Location or in Security working group.
4 Intellectual Property Rights
