2 Summary of Contribution

Hi Folks,

Speaking as chair of the OMA DM group, I'd like to present you with the results of the informal DM review of the LOC AC (OMA-LOC-2005-0216R01-LATE-Draft-OMA-SUPL-Application-Characteristic-Version-0.1) and the LOC MO (OMA-LOC-2005-0215R01-LATE-Draft-OMA-SUPL-Management-Object-Version-0.1). Please note that DM is only doing informal reviews of these objects at this time.

OMA-LOC-2005-0216R01-LATE-Draft-OMA-SUPL-Application-Characteristic-Version-0.1:

The AC appears to be ok.

OMA-LOC-2005-0215R01-LATE-Draft-OMA-SUPL-Management-Object-Version-0.1:

1. Suggest to remove all normative references that are not explicitly used/required (e.g., Reference to ASN.1). For those that are required, point to the whole doc when most/all of the doc is applicable or just to the specific part of the required specification when only a narrow part is applicable. (MML : Done)
2. The word "Support:" should be "Status:". This is the definition of what a client supports, not the use of the field.(MML : Done)
3. Conflict on required/optional AppID and Addr between diagram and text. ((MML : Done)

4. All node descriptions (e.g., 5.1.1) should not start with "/", better to show ".../" as it implies arbitrary tree placement (not root). (MML : Done)
5. "Access Type:" defines the minimal level of support required for this MO. Typically this is only "Get". (MML : Done)
6. In 5.1.8, occurrance should be one, status should be required. (MML : Done)
7. In 5.1.7, status should be required (i.e., if you have ToConRef, all items below are required). (MML : Done)
8. In section 5, a reference to the DM specification package may be in order (referencing DM v1.1.2 or greater). (MML : Done)
9. In section 4, typo: second use of SULP should be SUPL. (MML : Done)
10. In 5.1.2, issue regarding AppID and WAP provisioning content - there is a need for some value to be defined here. (MML: in progress)
11. It is unclear what is intended for section 5.2. (MML : Done, removed section. Normally here should be XML formatted DDF, as in IMPS example, but as we don't have too much time with this, It was removed. 
These comments were collected during our weekly conference call. DM welcomes the opportunity to help with the creation of managed objects and looks forward to further cooperation.
