Obviously, the two excerpts from the SUPL TS are out of sync with respect to optionality of the two fdd parameters. Also, there is a spelling error in “uarfcn” in 8.11.2 (table says “uarfc” instead of “uarfcn”). This inconsistency triggered the following comments raised during consistency review:
