	For network initiated SUPL operations, it is suggested that H-SLP address may be included in the SUPL INIT message. This introduces a potential security issue as the provisioning of the matching H-SLP address in the SET may not always be accurate. There is no real need to provide the H-SLP address in the SUPL INIT as H-SLP address MUST be provisioned in the SET. SUPL INIT MUST NOT contain a H-SLP address. 
	


Spirent raised a related comment on the TS and proposed to use the term “Conditional” in the presence information of SLP address: that it is absent in proxy scenarios and that it is present for non-proxy scenarios.

The presence of SLP Address is actually “Conditional” (on the mode) - in other standards (e.g. from 3GPP) this would be marked as “CV” - for Conditional Value - rather than “O” for Optional.
