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1 Reason for Contribution

Consistency Review Comments Resolution for CONRR ID 060 & 085 AD on SUPL 1.0

060: Section 3.2: SUPL Provider:  

“(4) The network operator has an open policy on the provision of SUPL functionality and there are multiple 3rd party SUPL providers

(5) The SUPL Provider may be independent of an MNO”

To enable these scenarios, it cannot be required that H-SLP address is stored in UICC.

The solution must also allow the H-SLP address to be stored in a secure place in the SET (not only in the UICC).  Update section 7.2 is necessary.
085: Section 7.2 …“In addition, the H-SLP address MUST be securely  stored in an area on a 3GPP compliant UICC (USIM/SIM).   The area selected to store in the UICC to store H-SLP address MUST not be user changeable. A SET MUST always read the H-SLP address from the UICC if the address is configured.”

Revise to: “In addition, the H-SLP address MUST be securely  stored in an area on a 3GPP compliant UICC (USIM/SIM) or in a secure place on the SET  .   The area selected to store in the UICC to store H-SLP address MUST not be user changeable. A SET MUST always read the H-SLP address from the UICC or from the secure place on the SET, if the address is configured.”

Authorization in SUPL

Authorization in non-proxy mode is provided implicitly by using a derived authentication key (PSK_SPC_Key) with the serving SPC. Details of the key derivation can be found in Section 7.1.2.

Authorization in proxy mode is provided by the provisioning of the Home SLP address in the SET. This address MUST be in the form of a FQDN and SHOULD be securely provisioned by the Home Network of the SET. For 3GPP compliant implementations the SET MUST read the H-SLP address (in FQDN form) as a parameter “ADDR” under the “APPADDR/ADDR”  characteristic as specified in WAP PROVCONT [PROVCONT]. In addition, the H-SLP address MUST be securely  stored in an area on a 3GPP compliant UICC (USIM/SIM) or in a secure place on the UE.   The area selected to store the H-SLP address in the UICC MUST not be user changeable. A SET MUST always read the H-SLP address from the UICC or from the secure place on the UE, if the address is configured.  
If no H-SLP address can be found in the UICC the SET MUST not configure any H-SLP address in the terminal and present the SET User with an error message indicating that H-SLP address is not configured. The error messages MUST only be presented to the SET User when a Network initiated or a SET initiated SUPL session is triggered.

SETs MUST store the UICC_ID (USIM/SIM) against the H-SLP address configurations. The SET MUST check that the same UICC (i.e. UICC_ID) is present when it powers on. IF a new UICC is detected by the SET all previous H-SLP settings MUST be removed from the SET and they MUST be replaced by the H-SLP addresses stored in the new UICC. 

For 3GPP2 implementations the H-SLP address MUST be securely provisioned in the UIM or R-UIM.

Implementations MUST ensure that the address of the Home SLP cannot be changed via applications that are downloaded to the SET after the manufacturer software installation of the SET. 

For SET initiated SUPL operations, the SET MUST always contact the H-SLP using the address provisioned in the SET. The SET MUST NOT directly initiate a SUPL session with a SLP that is not provisioned as the Home SLP.
