Currently UPL Technical Specification defines that max_loc_age is valid only in case for SET initiated case. However in many cases there will be terminal resided applications that fetch location information and in case where the terminal based or network assisted technology is used the latest location information is in terminal. It would be natural and very efficient to utilize this information when it is available. It also may reduce terminals power consumption depending on value of max_loc_age parameter in case when GPS is used.
