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1 Reason for Contribution

In the SUPL V1.0, in the SET Initiated scenarios, the target SET initiates the location request for location itself, and finally performs the positioning procedure with the SLP. In that procedure, there is no interaction of any third party SET, We think that some scenarios maybe need the target SET user to send self location to other special SET user or Client via SLP when positioning procedure is finished, such as the following scene:
The User2’s terminal has the both function of emergent location and SUPL SET initiated location. Maybe User1 is User2’s guardian. In an emergency, User2 start the emergency location application on the SET, originates the self-location, then sends the own position to User1 via the SLP when the positioning procedure succeeds. The SLP will maybe try to send the location more than once, if the User1 doesn’t respond in time.
So we propose that a new use case will be added in the SUPL V2.0 RD.
2 Summary of Contribution

The IC provides a use case of the SET initiated with location-receiving SET, which serves for sending the positioning result to the third party.

3 Detailed Proposal

5.1 Use Cases: SET initiated with location-receiving SET
5.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

Capability: Notify the third-part SET (can be more than one) the location of the target SET which initiates self-location,
When the target SET initiates a self-location, it might want to notify its location to other SET via the SLP. The target SET can indicate the location-receiving SET in the request message to SLP. When the positioning succeeds, SLP will send the positioning result of the target SET which initiates this positioning procedure, to the location-receiving SET indicated above. After receiving the location, the location-receiving SET MUST respond to the SLP, otherwise the SLP may send the positioning result again.

5.1.2 Actors

SET who wants to know its own location and wants to notify its own location to other SETs. 

SET will be notified of a certain SET’s location.

5.2.1.1 Actor Specific Issues
 The target SET can be located through a certain positioning method, but the location function of the location-receiving SET is not required.
The location-receiving SET can be more than one.

5.2.1.2 Actor Specific Benefits

 SET is possible to send own location to other SETs on its own through SLP, and will do its utmost to ensure that the location-receiving SET receives the location.
5.1.3 Pre-conditions

The positioning result must be sent to the SLP, when the SUPL POS is finished. 
The location-receiving SET must be allowed by privacy of target SET.
5.1.4 Post-conditions
The resulting location information of the target SET should be processed securely.
5.1.5 Normal Flow
1. Target SET requests to the SLP to initiate a positioning procedure, and indicates the third-part SET which need be notified positioning result in the request.

2. The SLP and the SET are working in cooperation with each other in the positioning procedure, and the location is obtained.

3. Depending on the privacy information of target SET, the SLP sends the location of the initiated location SET to the location-receiving SET, which is indicated in the first request.

4. The location-receiving SET responds to the SLP, as ACK.
5. The SLP may send the SUPL END message to the target SET, The SUPL END message can contain those SET identities that have been notified successfully.  
5.1.6 Alternative Flow

If the SLP doesn’t receive the response message from location-receiving SET, it may resend the location of target SET to the location-receiving SET.
