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1 Reason for Contribution

In the MLS 1.0 and SUPL V1.0, the requestor id indicates an only external entity. However, some scenarios need to be added such as that a group-requestor or several requestors want to know the location of a target SET at same time. The target SET should be able to know the all requestors information and verify them regarding to the requestor id and type. Such as the following scene:
When some people go to one destination together, they are in several cars. They go as a team, but some distance between them, it’s OK. Normally the leader and the member want to know other team members’ location. So the leader will position all members in the team and send the location information to all members, regarding to the privacy setting of each members. Of course sending location information to other members can be done by application.
We propose that the support multi-requestor in one flow will be added to the MLS 1.0 and SUPL 2.0.
2 Summary of Contribution

The need of support multi-requestor or group-requestor should be discussed.

3 Detailed Proposal

For support the above requirement, the several optional parameters should be modified or added in the MLP, RLP and ULP messages. As following:
1. Make the requestor in the MLP message header support multi id, which will be useful for SLIR message.
2. Make the requestor in the RLP message header support multi id, which will be useful for SRLIR message.

3. The requestor, which is in Notification parameter in the ULP SUPL INIT, also should support multi id, and the target SET is able to decide who is permitted to obtain the position information of the target SET.
4. The “authorised requestor” should be added to SLIA and SUPL POS INIT message as an optional parameter.
