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1 Reason for Contribution

There are currently discrepancies in the way Permanent Documents are edited and Contributions are presented. These discrepancies tend to slow down the specifications creation and the administrative work in the group.
2 Summary of Contribution

OMA processes give editors the opportunity to make minor clerical adaptations when implementing changes to the documents under their responsibility. This contribution aims at clarifying what are these clerical adaptations and how they should be handled.

This contribution also aims at setting up some rules for documents editing and uploading deadlines.

Finally, this contribution aims at defining naming rules for contributions in the OMA-LOCATION group.
3 Detailed Proposal

1. Edition of Permanent Documents
The editor is allowed to make clerical changes (spelling, grammar, references inconsistencies, missed change from an accepted Change Request, etc.) that he/she feels are not controversial. These changes are tracked in the change history section of the Permanent Document, there is no need for the editor to come up with a Change Request to integrate these changes.
2. Edition deadline

The editor and the peer reviewer will go through the edition and review process so that the editor sends the DSO the new version of the Permanent Document less than one week after the end of each meeting, if changes have been agreed to this document during the meeting. The DSO will then upload this Permanent Document to the OMA portal.

3. Latest permanent document retrieval

When uploading the latest version of a document, the DSO will provide a link to this document from a specific "Latest documents" page on the OMA-LOC portal. This "Latest documents" page will be online soon.

4. Contributions naming

All contributions should follow the naming format below:

OMA-LOC-Year-DocNumber-DocType-EnablerNameEnablerVersion ImpactedDocType-FreeformName
Where FreeformName is chosen by the contributor and should be meaningful.

For example:

OMA-LOC-2005-04xx-CR-SUPL2.0 AD- FreeformName
Recommended title:

CR-SUPL2.0 AD- FreeformName
5. Contributions sourcing

In the contributions themselves, the sourcing individual and companies will be listed.
On the portal, when uploading the contributions, only a meaningful name for the company should be presented (mentions such as "Limited", "SA", etc. should be omitted). It is up to the contributors to decide whether they want to display the full list of co-signing companies or if they want to explicitly display one leading company only (e.g. "CompanyX et al.)

4 Intellectual Property Rights
