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1 Reason for Change

In SUPL2.0 RD section 5.6.6 there is a requirement which permits the triggered service to be paused/resumed in that alternative flow and there is no such detail descriptions about this flow. So this contribution proposes defining the exception cases of the triggered location services about pause/resume flow in SUPL 2.0 AD.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

5.4.2.1.4 SET pauses/resumes the triggered location procedure
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Figure 1: SUPL Triggered Location NW Initiated, non-roaming, proxy mode, SET pauses/resumes procedure
A.   The triggered location procedure is processing.
B.   The SET User wants this triggered location pause and sends the H-SLP a SUPL TRIGGERED PAUSE NOTIFY message. The SUPLTRIGGERED PAUSE NOTIFY at least contains session-id. It identified this triggered location request is suspended temporarily.

C.   The H-SLP sends a SUPL TRIGGERED PAUSE REPONSE message with the session-id to target SET to accept the SET SUPL PAUSE NOTIFY request. 
D.   The H-SLP sends a MLP TLREP message to notify SUPL agent this triggered location is suspended by the SET with a flag indicating the triggered location is suspended.

E.   After the suspended time is over, the SET establishes a secure IP data connection to the H-SLP – if no previously established connection is available. The target SET notifies the H-SLP that the positioning procedure is resumed by means of the SUPL TRIGGERED RESUME NOTIFY message back to the H-SLP.
F.   The H-SLP sends back the answer to the SET by means of the SUPL TRIGGERED RESUME REPONSE message. This message contains at least session_id. When the next position estimate needs to be determined, the surplus location estimate continues.
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
