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1 Overview

During OMA LOC WG the Working Group discussed the SA1 LS regarding the report of pseudo location to provide enhanced privacy mechanism. The Working Group concluded that although the current MLS (Mobile Location Service) specifications may not support the feature described in the LS (i.e. return a pseudo-location based on the user’s preferences and the user’s current physical location) it may be feasible to add this functionality to the MLS specifications.

In order to determine the changes required in the specifications it would be helpful to know what types of pseudo-location information that would need to be supported. Specifically, would the pseudo-location be limited to civic address information as given in the LS (i.e. State, City, Zip Code) or could it also include values such as “home”, “office”, or “none of your business”. Finally, it would be helpful if SA1 could provide use cases for this feature so that we might determine if there are interactions with other OMA enablers.
2 Proposal

The OMA LOC WG would like to have additional information on what 3GPP SA1 feels are desirable attributes for the pseudo-location feature (e.g. structure of the pseudo-location field).

3 Requested Action(s)

The OMA LOC WG kindly asks 3GPP SA1 for any additional stage 1 requirements and any use cases envisioned for the pseudo-location feature including but not limited to the data structure (or lack thereof) for the pseudo-location field.

4 Conclusion

The OMA LOC WG would like to thank 3GPP SA1 for its interest in our work program and hope that we can continue the necessary dialog to complete specification of the pseudo-location feature.
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
